Use
this number if you are having a medical or men-
tal health emergency, especially if you have
thoughts of suicide.

Something you never think about are the docu-
ments your family needs after you become de-
ceased. Recently I assisted a widow who re-
ceived paperwork that needed to be filled out.
On a search for the documents that were needed,
it became apparent that her husband was not a
document saver. Items that need to be in an easy
to find storage box are; Marriage license, di-
vorce papers, power of attorney, living will,
property deeds, vehicle titles, stock certificates,
savings bonds, tax returns, life insurance poli-
cies, IRA’s, 401(k), pension documents, annuity
contracts, bank accounts, internet user names
and passwords, safe deposit box information,
your will, special instructions. This is just a
short list but it will keep the surviving family
member that much further ahead of the paper-
work game. If the deceased service member was
retired or on disability, Debbie Proctor, the
VFW Service officer can help the family mem-
bers with the paperwork. Having the documents
with you will make the paperwork move much
faster. Oh, and bring a copy of the burial costs.

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“The Honor Society of American Veterans”
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Saluting the U. S. Flag. I notice at the meetings
we have some confusion about saluting or just
putting your hand over your heart. Hopefully,
this will help. Traditionally, Veterans have sa-
luted the flag during the National Anthem while
wearing their organization’s head gear. In 2008,
the National Defense Authorization Act had an
amendment to allow un-uniformed service
members, military retirees and veterans to ren-
der a hand salute during hoisting, lowering or
passing of the U.S. Flag. A later amendment
authorized hand salutes during the national an-
them by veterans and out of uniform service
members.

Section 301 (b) (1) of title 36 United States code
section “(B) members of the Armed Forces and
veterans who are present but not in uniform may
render the military salute in the manner pro-
vided for individuals in uniform, (C) All other
persons present should face the flag, stand at
attention with the right hand over the heart.
Those not in uniform should remove their hats
with the right hand and hold it at the left shoul-
der, over the heart. This applies to those not in
the military and non-veterans”.

Independence Day

The Birth of American Independence

When the initial battles in the Revolutionary
War broke out in April 1775, few colonists de-
sired complete independence from Great Britain,
and those who did were considered radical. By
the middle of the following year, however,
many more colonists had come to favor inde-
pendence, thanks to growing hostility against
Britain and the spread of revolutionary senti-
ments such as those expressed in Thomas
Paine’s bestselling pamphlet “Common Sense,”
published in early 1776. On June 7, when the
Continental Congress met at the Pennsylvania
State House (later Independence Hall) in Phila-
delphia, the Virginia delegate Richard Henry
Lee introduced a motion calling for the colo-
nies’ independence. Amid heated debate, Con-
gress postponed the vote on Lee’s resolution,
but appointed a five-man committee—including
Thomas Jefferson of Virginia, John Adams of
Massachusetts, Roger Sherman of Connecticut,
Benjamin Franklin of Pennsylvania and Robert
R. Livingston of New York—to draft a formal
statement justifying the break with Great Brit-
ain.

Did You Know?

John Adams believed that July 2nd was the
correct date on which to celebrate the birth of
American independence, and would reportedly
turn down invitations to appear at July 4th
events in protest. Adams and Thomas Jefferson
both died on July 4, 1826--the 50th anniversary
of the adoption of the Declaration of Independ-
ence.

On July 2nd, the Continental Congress voted in
favor of Lee’s resolution for independence in a
near-unanimous vote (the New York delegation
abstained, but later voted affirmatively). On that
day, John Adams wrote to his wife Abigail that
July 2 “will be celebrated, by succeeding Gen-
erations, as the great anniversary Festival” and
that the celebration should include “Pomp and
Parade...Games, Sports, Guns, Bells, Bonfires
and Illuminations from one End of this Conti-
nent to the other.” On July 4th, the Congress
formally adopted the Declaration of Independ-
ence, which had been written largely by Jeffer-
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son. Though the vote for actual independence
took place on July 2nd, from then on the 4th
became the day that was celebrated as the birth
of American independence.

Early Fourth of July Celebrations

In the pre-Revolutionary years, colonists had
held annual celebrations of the king’s birthday,
which traditionally included the ringing of bells,
bonfires, processions and speechmaking. By
contrast, during the summer of 1776 some colo-
nists celebrated the birth of independence by
holding mock funerals for King George III, as a
way of symbolizing the end of the monarchy’s
hold on America and the triumph of liberty. Fes-
tivities including concerts, bonfires, parades and
the firing of cannons and muskets usually ac-
companied the first public readings of the Dec-
laration of Independence, beginning immedi-
ately after its adoption. Philadelphia held the
first annual commemoration of independence on
July 4, 1777, while Congress was still occupied
with the ongoing war. George Washington is-
sued double rations of rum to all his soldiers to
mark the anniversary of independence in 1778,
and in 1781, several months before the key
American victory at Yorktown, Massachusetts
became the first state to make July 4th an offi-
cial state holiday.

After the Revolutionary War, Americans contin-
ued to commemorate Independence Day every
year, in celebrations that allowed the new na-
tion’s emerging political leaders to address citi-
zens and create a feeling of unity. By the last
decade of the 18th century, the two major politi-
cal parties—Federalists and Democratic-

Republicans—that had arisen began holding
in

separate Independence Day celebrations
many large cities.

July 4th Becomes A National Holiday

The tradition of patriotic celebration became
even more widespread after the War of 1812, in
which the United States again faced Great Brit-
ain. In 1870, the U.S. Congress made July 4th a

federal holiday; in 1941, the provision was ex-
panded to grant a paid holiday to all federal em-
ployees. Over the years, the political importance
of the holiday would decline, but Independence
Day remained an important national holiday and
a symbol of patriotism.

Falling in mid-summer, the Fourth of July has
since the late 19th century become a major focus
of leisure activities and a common occasion for
family get-togethers, often involving fireworks
and outdoor barbecues. The most common sym-
bol of the holiday is the American flag, and a
common musical accompaniment is “The Star-
Spangled Banner,” the national anthem of the
United States.
